Children are able to exchange Christmas cards in school by using the Christmas Post Box situated in the Library from Monday 11th December.  Please ensure that there is no chocolate in Christmas cards and that the child’s name and class are clearly marked (particularly for children with the same name).  Cherry class act as the official postal workers!

Christmas Jumper Day (in aid of Save The Children) and School Christmas Lunch: Friday 15th December
The School Council have agreed to invite all the children to attend school in home clothes, including a Christmas jumper!  Home clothes without a Christmas jumper are equally acceptable.   All children are also invited to share a traditional Christmas meal together with staff – please let the office know if your child usually has a packed lunch but would like to join in with the traditional Christmas lunch.

Christmas Secrets: Friday 15th December (one present costs £1) 

Every year the children are given the opportunity to purchase a gift for a family member during the school day, which is then beautifully wrapped by a PTA volunteer for the children to take home for Christmas Day.  If you are happy for your child to participate please provide them with £1.00 or £2.00 maximum, depending on the number of parents they will be buying for, in a named purse or wallet.  To make this a success, we need all children to bring in a male and/or female gift (costing approximately £1.00) during the week beginning Monday 11th December - there will be boxes in the library in which to put them.
